NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the LEWIS COUNTY, WASHINGTON, BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS will hold a public hearing on October 20, 2025 to receive public testimony on a proposed ordinance to enter into an interlocal agreement between Lewis County and City of Chehalis for the City to annex territory within the city urban growth area.
The hearing will take place at or after 5 p.m. in the Commissioners’ Hearing Room on the second floor of the Historic Courthouse in Chehalis, Washington.
