WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) concur with the decision of the Lewis County Community Development Director, acting as the County Fire Marshal, and the Lewis County Fire Chiefs Association, that weather conditions continue to worsen throughout unincorporated Lewis County, creating substantial fire danger; and

whereas, there is a need to modify the current restriction to prohibit all outdoor burning on all lands regulated by the Lewis County, including recreational fires.  Propane and charcoal barbecues that are self-contained with a lid will still be allowed; and

WHEREAS, consistent with Ordinance No. 1146C, and the County’s legislative and police power authority, and for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare, the BOCC declare that sufficient circumstances exist that warrant a ban on open burning within the County, until further action by the BOCC.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the BOCC hereby modifies Resolution #15-190 to a total burn ban, on all lands regulated by Lewis County, effective at 12:01 a.m. August 7, 2015, until such restriction is modified or rescinded by like resolution of the BOCC.  Pursuant to Section 307.2.2.8 of the 2006 International Fire Code as adopted by  L.C.C 15.05.020, enforcement of said burn ban shall be enforced by the Building Official and the Code Compliance Officer or the Lewis County Sheriff.
